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Introduction

 The aims of the project are to provide an arena in which young visually impaired people who are mainly in main stream education might have opportunities to participate in social and physical activities with their peers having similar disabilities. Thus providing an environment in which visually impaired youngsters can develop their self confidence, and potential which might otherwise be difficult to achieve in open competition with their sighted peers. We would however not exclude young people attending special schools.

At present we hold a monthly activity session on the second Saturday of the month. The number of sessions could well be extended if the project is successful and additional sessions run for the different age groups.

Activities run to date include art and crafts, drama, circus skills, cooking and Easter and Christmas parties together with trips to a local community farm and London Zoo.

Who is eligible?
Any visually impaired young person in the vicinity of Sutton and Merton between the ages of 5 and 16 years. Sighted brothers and sisters are welcome but priority will always be given to ensuring visually impaired young people are given greater preference .
